Home-School Agreement

1. The School agrees to:
· to understand the needs of all pupils of all abilities

· provide a full and balanced curriculum encouraging each pupil to reach his or her full potential

· keep the parent informed about new policies and developments in school

· welcome parents who wish to be part of any programmes for parents to help in the daily work of the school

· provide information about education benefits where parents may go for help and advice and about the procedures of complaints

· see the value of parents, governors, friends of the school etc who contribute to the daily work of the school

· provide a welcoming environment for parents

· inform parents about the school’s homework policy and update them on any changes

· to understand that, in very special circumstances, leave of absence in term time may be necessary

· promote good behaviour and discipline in partnership with parents/home

2. The Parent agrees to:
· support and work with the school to encourage a positive attitude to education

· ensure that their child attends school regularly and punctually for the whole school day

· inform the school of any pupil absence before 10am

· ensure that their child has a reasonable night’s sleep before coming to school

· give time to talk and listen to their child and discuss homework and progress

· attend meetings at school to discuss their child’s progress and to learn about the work of the school

· let the school know of any concerns about the child’s education

· let the school know of any factors which might affect the child’s performance in school

· encourage the child to read and to provide opportunities to do so out of school

· encourage the child to use other media, especially television and computers, selectively

· to encourage appropriate uniform/equipment and to take care of it

· teach their child to have respect for people and property and to understand good manners

· to acknowledge that they do not have the right to take children on holiday in term time.   Leave of absence must be granted in advance by the school

· to foster in their child patterns of good behaviour, attitude and respect

· pupils are expected to observe the school’s discipline and anti-bullying policy
